	Research Facilities Support 
	46. 
	Support for Research Facilities is provided for academic units within the University with the aim of facilitating the initiation and implementation  of advanced level research projects, supporting the attempts for benefitting from external resources and motivating the researchers to carry out joint projects and to share their knowledge and expertise with others. 

	Applications for Research Facilities Support: 

Suitability and Limitations  
	47. 
	(1) This type of support is limited to machine/appliance, software and hardware purchases serving for research purposes. 
(2) Joint applications of more than one academic staff member are prefarable.
(3) The machines/appliances/software or hardware to be purchased are open for the common benefit and use of the academic staff members and postgraduate students  both in the relevant academic unit and within the University. 
(4) The machines/appliances/software or hardware to be purchased should possess the qualities serving for general needs.  
(5) The application of a relevant unit carrying the aim of specialisation in a specific area is evaluated on the condition that it complies with articles 47(1) and 47(2). 

	Application Procedures for Research Facilities Support

	Those wishing to benefit from this type of support submit the duly completed “Request Form for Machine/Appliance/Software/Hardware Purchase Serving for Research Purposes” to the relevant department.  The form can be obtained from the official webpage of the Research Advisory Board (http://research.emu.edu.tr). 


	Application Period for Research Facilities Support 
	49. 
	Applications for Support for Research Facilities are submitted to the Rector’s Office within the first month from the course commencement date of each academic semester.  Applications submitted after this period are processed at the beginning of the next academic semester. 

	Evaluation of the Applications for Research Facilities Support 
	50. 
	(1) Approvals of the Department Board and Faculty/School Board are obtained, respectively. 
(2) Regarding interdisciplinary projects, these procedures are carried out by the unit which will house the machine/appliance/software or hardware. 
(3) Applications found suitable by the Faculty/School Board are presented to the Rector’s Office for evaluation. 
(4) Following the Rector’s Office’s evaluation, applications found suitable are sent to the Research Support Office for the Research Advisory Board’s evaluation which will be carried out within the framework of the Scientific Research Budget. 
(5) The Research Advisory Board evaluates the application and submits their views to the Rector’s Office. 
(6) Necessary procedures for purchasing are started for applications approved by the Rector’s Office.  
(7) Regarding the purchases costing not more than four times of the minimum wage,  there is no need for the approval of the Board specified in article 50(1) or the evaluation of the Research Advisory Board specified in article 50(4).  Applications can be made with the approvals of the relevant department chair and the dean. Applications found suitable by the Dean’s Office are presented to the Rector’s Office for approval. Necessary procedures for purchasing are started for the applications approved by the Rector’s Office and the Research Advisory Board is informed accordingly.
